Corder overturned in streng winds, The infl:table'was uszd to
take Mr, E. Plumley wnd Mr, Cader to 2 boat mecred in Bomb Ketch
; aboard, the inflatable's ¢ars drifted

zotor %o retrieve the oars, when a sudden wind shift
vhe dinghy's progress.
